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1. Newly discovered evidence has been found since Ivan was convicted and sentenced to Death. This item has blood on it which has been tested and it does match both of the victims. Initial tests to Exclude Ivan came back inconclusive; Ivan needs to have the Minifiler test performed on this item to fully exclude him.
In a perfect world this is what Ivan would have wanted these reports to say. But in fact the Private Investigator that they hired and turned the Bloodied Shirt over to, will not produce any reports and will not turn over the Shirt to Tammy or Ivan. She lied about the Lab and has been asked by Tammy, Ivan, the Innocence Project in New York and Ivan’s current attorney to send these DNA reports. She says that she mailed the reports and that was in November of 2007; the reports have never arrived. She said that she mailed; regular USPS mail, the bloodied shirt to Tammy on June 5th, 2008; it has never arrived. 

2. Police claim that the victims Corvette was left at Ivan’s apartment, by Ivan. A safety check was done at Ivan’s apartment the night the bodies were discovered and the Corvette was not there. Ivan had left for a planned trip to Arkansas in his own vehicle that morning. 

3. The lead Detective for the Dallas Police Department and the Prosecution for Collin County halted testing on trace, fiber, hair, blood and no testing was ever done on the fingernail scrapings of either victim. 
4. Phone records prove that after the safety check was completed at Ivan’s apartment that night, someone was in his apartment and made a long distance phone call. When the search warrant is executed at Ivan’s residence; items relating to the crime were discovered. Ivan was still in Arkansas when the search warrant was executed. 
5. While Ivan is in route to Arkansas, Toll Way Records prove that someone was driving the victims Corvette; the same vehicle that the State contends was left at the apartment by Ivan. 
6. While Ivan is in Arkansas; the police receive a “hit” on the LoJack system installed in the victims Corvette and a location at 2:00 AM Sunday, November 5th, 2000. The vehicle was located at Ivan’s apartment complex, not far from his front door. 
7. The Prosecution claims that the murders occurred around midnight of November 3rd, going into November 4th, 2000, but the Dallas Police Department reports state that the offense occurred between 0:900 – 16:00 on Saturday November 4th, 2000. This is crucial because Ivan can prove he was on route to Arkansas within these times; with gas receipts and by the States own witness. 

8. The Prosecution’s Blood Spatter Expert testifies that both of the victims were and beaten and tortured. There is no mention of this in either of the autopsy reports or in any testimony by the Medical Examiner. In fact, the Medical Examiner has recently stated that neither victim was beaten or tortured. There were no bruises, scratches or contusions on either victim. The Medical examiner also recently stated that he felt that the male victim was killed while he was sleeping. This would have created a problem for the Prosecution and their theory if the defense would have cross examined him. The defense passed this witness without any cross examination.

9. Dallas Police Department Crime Stoppers received two tips in which both said that Ivan had not committed the offense. In one of the tips there were two major drug dealers named. One of these men had an outstanding warrant at that time. Neither the State nor the Defense investigated these tips. The man with the outstanding warrant was a major competitor of James in the drug business. 
10. The murder weapon was found at the home of a friend of Ivan’s in the early evening of November 8th, 2000. Ivan was arrested that very morning. However, the gun was not turned over to the police until two days later. The police claim that a fingerprint from the magazine matched Ivan; the print is merely a smear. The Collin County Investigator that testified as a Finger Print Expert, testified that he was an expert because he read an article ten years earlier. 
11. States witness claims that Ivan came home covered in blood. If this was true then blood would have been located in the victim’s vehicles as well as Ivan’s vehicle. The car mat from the Corvette was tested for blood and none was found. There was no blood found in Ivan’s apartment as well.

12. The State claims that bloody socks matching the victims were worn by Ivan during the crime. In all of the crime scene photographs there is not any blood on the floor or carpet. The blood on the socks was spotted and not smeared. 
13. The registered owner of the gun was never questioned and to this day he is still the registered owner of the same gun. 

14. There were no statements from any of the neighbors of James Mosqueda and Amy Kitchen. 
15. The State halted all DNA testing on the physical evidence during the trial. The blood spatter on the walls of the crime scene was never tested to determine which victim it came from. The socks and jeans found in Ivan’s apartment, the Red hair found in the Corvette, the hair found in the female victim’s hand, and the fingernail scrapings from both victims have never been tested. The defense never submitted motions to the court to have the testing resumed. 
16. The states main witness testified that the male victim struck Ivan in the face with a base ball bat. She testified that Ivan’s face was swollen. No bat was ever found or looked for. No one who saw Ivan that night said he had anything wrong with his face. No mention (other than the witness testifying about the bat) was ever made during trial.
